OWNERSHIP AGREEMENT 
COMPANION QUALITY BOXER 

 
For the purpose of this contract, the term "Dog" will refer to the animal specified on Page 1 
of this contract. The abbreviation “CKC” refers to the Canadian Kennel Club. “The Breeders” 
refers to Bimberg N’ Furioso Boxers. Buyer(s) agrees to purchase said dog under the 
following warranties and conditions, NO OTHER WARRANTIES OR CONDITIONS ARE 
EITHER EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED other than those stated within this contract. Both parties, 
without any mental reservations whatsoever, are freely entering into this contract. 
 
The parties covenant, promise and agree as follows: 
 
The Breeders offer for sale and the Buyer(s) accepts and agrees to purchase the dog for 
the purchase price of $ _______________ subject to the following terms, conditions and 
warranties: 
 

1. REGISTRATION PAPERS 
a. This is a CKC registered litter and all paperwork and fees associated with CKC 

transfer of ownership will be paid for by the Breeders.  
b. As a companion quality boxer, the dog will be registered as “limited” with the 

CKC. This means the dog is ineligible for breeding or registering any offspring 
produced by the dog. 

 
1. HEALTH GUARANTEE 

a. The Breeders warrant and guarantees that the dog is in good health at the 
time of purchase. The Buyer(s) must have the dog examined by a licensed 
veterinarian within 72 hours of taking possession of the dog. If during the 
first 72 hours, the health of the dog is found to be unacceptable, the 
Breeders will accept the animal back and refund the full purchase. If 
applicable, at the time the animal is returned, the Buyer(s) shall return the 
registration papers correctly signed. No refund will be made if the dog has 
been mistreated, neglected, injured or physically altered by the Buyer(s). This 
does not remove the requirement of the Buyer(s) to return the dog to the 
Breeders. 

b. Should the dog die under the age of 5 (five) years to any of the below-
mentioned ailments, The Breeders shall provide the Buyer(s) with a 
replacement puppy of similar quality at the Breeders’ earliest opportunity. 

c. The Breeders guarantee that the dog will not die under the age of 5 (five) 
years from any of the following diseases: 

1. Subaortic Stenosis (SAS) 
2. Arrhythmogenic Right Ventricular Cardiomyopathy (ARVC) 
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3. Hip Dysplasia 
4. Cancer 
5. Thyroid related illnesses. 

d. The 5 (five) year guarantee is null and void should the Buyer(s) deviate from 
the outlined regime of care as described in section 3. 

 
2. DIET, VACCINE, EXERCISE PROTOCOL 

a. The Breeders require the Buyer(s) adheres to the following: 
1. The dog is raised on biologically appropriate raw food or a diet or 

processed dog food of a brand recommended by the Breeders. 
2. If male, the dog will not be surgically sterilized before 18 months of 

age unless life-threatening circumstances apply as diagnosed by a 
veterinarian. If female, the dog will not be sterilized before 8 months 
of age although sterilizing after one heat cycle is strongly 
recommended. 

3. The dog regularly receives light to moderate exercise only before the 
age of 12 months. No heavy exercise is recommended before the 
age of 18 months. 

4. A puppy obedience class is begun before the dog reaches 6 months 
of age and a basic obedience class, or alternate training class 
approved by the Breeders, is taken before the dog reaches 12 
months of age. 

5. The dog receives vaccinations in accordance to the individualized 
vaccination plan provided by the Breeders (Schedule “A”). 

 
3. TITLES 

a. The Breeders request the Buyer(s) to email copies of any conformation or 
working titles/certificates the dog receives for her records. 

b. The Breeders agree to pay to Buyer(s) a $50.00 rebate in the event the 
Buyer(s) and the dog obtain any titles/certificates from a recognized kennel 
or working dog club including, but not limited to, the CKC and AKC. In order 
to receive a rebate, Buyer(s) must provide a copy of the certificate verifying 
completion of the title.  

 
 

4. RETURNING THE DOG 
a. The Buyer(s) has a period of 14 (fourteen) days upon purchase of the dog to 

return the dog for a full refund of the original purchase price, minus 
transportation costs, if the dog is returned in the same condition it was 
purchased in. Should the dog not be in the same condition, the Buyer(s) shall 
be refunded the original purchase price of the dog minus any medical or 
other costs associated with bringing the dog back to the original condition at 
the date of purchase. 

b. Buyer(s) acknowledges that the dog carries the name Bimberg N’ Furioso in 
its name or within its registration or pedigree and that the improper care, 
breeding, or handling of the dog could cause irreparable injury to the 
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reputation of the Breeders. It is agreed and understood between all parties 
that if the Buyer(s) can no longer keep or desires to dispose of this dog for 
other than humane reasons, the Breeders shall have the unqualified right to 
reacquire title to the dog. At the time the animal is returned, the Buyer(s) 
shall return the registration papers correctly signed. Prior to the return of the 
dog, the Buyer(s) agrees to provide the Breeders with a current health 
certificate from a licensed veterinarian. The Breeders shall have the absolute 
right to demand rescission of any transfer in violation of this paragraph, shall 
be entitled to immediate return of the dog, and the CKC shall record the 
Breeders as the only owners upon the dog’s registration. 

 
5. BREACH OF CONTRACT 

a. It is stipulated that in the event that the Buyer(s) fails to comply with any of 
the terms or conditions outlined in this Sales Contract, the Breeders shall 
have the absolute right to demand the return of the dog and the dog shall be 
returned to the Breeders. In the event that the dog is permanently returned 
to the Breeders due to Buyer(s)’s lack of compliance with any of the terms 
and conditions of this Sales Contract, Buyer(s) shall forfeit all monies paid to 
the Breeders and shall immediately sign over registration papers to the 
Breeders. 

b. It is agreed that should any legal action result from breach of this contract, 
the party so breaking the agreement shall bear all legal costs, attorney’s fees 
and expert’s fees incurred by the prevailing party. Further, regarding any 
breach or anticipated breach of this Sales Agreement, the Breeders shall, in 
addition to any other rights granted hereunder, have the right to seek an 
injunction from the court of competent jurisdiction to enforce the provisions 
of any paragraph herein. It is further agreed that any puppies produced as a 
result of any breeding conducted in violation of this sales contract, whether 
such breeding is described as planned, intentional, or accidental, conducted 
by natural or artificial means, shall not be registered by CKC or any other dog 
or animal registry and the Breeders shall be entitled to damages in the 
amount of $5,000 per puppy produced. 

c. The laws of Canada and the Province of Alberta will govern all legal questions 
or disputes regarding this contract. Buyer(s) expressly waive any and all 
objections to jurisdiction and venue. 

d. If any term, provision, condition or covenant of this contract, for any reason, 
were held illegal, invalid, void or unenforceable, the remainder of this 
contract will be in full force and effect. 

 
6. HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT 

a. Buyer(s) agrees to release and hold harmless the Breeders for any and all 
liability, damages, or injuries, caused either directly or indirectly by the dog 
to any person, whether actual or legal, or to any property, whether real or 
personal. Furthermore, Buyer(s) assumes full liability for any damages or 
injuries, whether physical, mental, emotional or economic, caused by the 
dog, to any person, whether actual or legal, or to any property, whether real 
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or personal, after receiving and acknowledging delivery and possession of the 
dog. Buyer(s) further agrees to indemnify or reimburse the Breeders as a 
result of any costs or expenses incurred by the Breeders as a result of any 
act of Buyer(s) causing liability, damages, or injuries as set forth herein.

Schedule "A" (page 2 of 2)

After 16 weeks: A titre is run at 6 months of age to determine the efficacy of the vaccines administered. No "boosters" are to be given unless an 
annual titre deems it necessary. Rabies should be administered in accordance with local law, however it is recommended the dog be over 12 
months of age if possible. Administration of all vaccinations by a holistic veterinarian is highly recommended.
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
